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Financial aid is money that you can get that helps you pay your educational expenses. Financial aid is made
available to you through three basic types of programs: Grants and Scholarships, Student Employment, and
Education Loans. You may be awarded funds from one or several of the following programs:

Education Loans are funds you borrow that must be repaid. Repayment is not contingent upon your
completing a degree or your satisfaction with your educational program. Normandale offers one loan program
based on demonstrated financial need and three programs that may be used to meet your family contribution.

Federal Direct Subsidized Stafford Loan (based on need)

Federal Direct Unsubsidized Stafford Loan (may be used to meet the family contribution)

Federal Direct PLUS Loan (for parents i may be used to meet the family contribution)

Student Educational Loan Fund (SELF i may be used to meet family contribution)

Before considering or applying for these types of educational loans, you must have completed the FAFSA to
determine your eligibility for grants, scholarships, employment and need-based loans. Because an education loan is
a serious financial obligation you must repay, only consider them after you have exhausted all other sources of aid.
Your accumulated debt must be planned for within the framework of your future career, employment and ability to

repay.

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v\% Your Financial Aid Award Package
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Normandale will prepare a financial aid package for you (once you have been accepted to NCC)
to help you meet your financial need and notify you of that aid package via an Award letter. You
can view your Award Letter on the web via the Your Info on the Web section of the Financial Aid

website.
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Financial Need is the difference between your Cost of Attendance (figures available on the
Financial Aid website) at Normandale (including living expenses) and your Expected Family
Contribution (EFC). The information you report on the FAFSA is used to calculate your EFC,
which is the amount, you and your family is expected to pay toward your educational expenses.
Your aid package cannot exceed your financial need. However, some forms of aid may be used to
meet your EFC.

The Financial Aid & Scholarship Office may revise your aid package under special circumstances when
there has been a drastic change in your familyds
Consideration of Special Circumstances must be submitted with the required supporting documentation
attached.

o How to Apply for the Loans Offered to You
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Flrst time loan borrowers: You MUST go through Direct Loan Entrance Counseling
BEFORE Normandale will process any type of loan request. Student loan entrance
counseling is done through the Direct Loan website at www.dl.ed.gov . For more
information, refer to the LoanAPPS On-line section of the Financial Aid & Scholarship
website.
All borrowers: If you have gone through Entrance Counseling in the past you need not
do it again but you MUST:
A Refer to the LoanAPPS On-line section of the Financial Aid & Scholarship
website.
A Complete an on-line Direct Loan Request form at LoanAPPS On-line ; and
A Possibly complete a new Federal Direct Master Promissory Note (MPN) on-line
following the instructions on our web site; and
A Use your Federal PIN to sign the Promissory Note.
A It is your responsibility to make sure this is done.
Loan recipients must complete six credits each term and must be eligible for their loan
proceeds within 3 days of the disbursement date. If you do not, your loan will
automatically be canceled.
Important: If you are borrowing a loan for just one semester and that is your last
semester at Normandale, your loan will be subject to proration and may be substantially
less than what you were awarded and what you requested.
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If you have been awarded Student Employment and wish to utilize your Student
Employment award, carefully read the Student Employee Handbook for Students and
Supervisors on the Financial Aid & Scholarship website. The Handbook explains how
the Student Employment program functions and how to locate a job.
